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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the Imaginative Thinking ability
and The Relationship between the Imaginative Thinking ability and Language Usage
in Writing of Mathayom Suksa 1 Students who were taught by Thinking Process
with the eclectic method.

The Samples were 20 Mathayom Suksa 1 Students in the Second Semester
of academic Year 1999 at Chumchonbaanmuangngai School, Chiang Mai Province
which selected through a cluster random sampling method. The research instrument
were six lesson plans for writing, imaginative thinking ability test and language
usage in writing test.

The research examined the pre-post test of imaginative thinking ability and
the language usage in writing after study. The data were compared by means of

t-test and Calculating Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.



The results were as follows:

1. The imaginative thinking ability of the students taught by the thinking
process with the eclectic method after study were staiistical higher than before
study significantly at .01

2. The Language Usage in Writing ability of students taught by the thinking
process with the eclectic method after study were statistical higher than before
study significantly at .01

3. The imaginative thinking ability correfated significantly at .01 to language

usage in writing ability.
