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Abstract

The purpose of this stﬁdy was {o investigate teaching state of
social studies teachers at Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Northern
Campus, Chiang Mai Province.

The participants were 292 students of higher certificate during the
first semester of the academic year 2000. A rating scale guestionnaire
was used and the collected data were analyzed through the application
of percentage, mean; and standard deviation.

The results indicated that the social studies teachers usually
practiced the following steps when teaching : introduction, learning
activities, conclusion, and instructional evaluation.

For the introduction step, the teachers were able to guide,
stimulate students for learning and spend sufficient time for warm-up.

During the learning activities, the teachers facilitated students'
learning by using various teaching strategies, e.g., explaining, lecturing,
questioning, reinforcing and using audio-visual aids. Moreover, the

teachers were able to manage their classes appropriately.



Most teachers usually concluded their lessons by asking students
to reach to conciusions of the lessons they have learned by themselves
or with the help of the teachers,

Most of the teachers often set the criteria for class evaluation, ie.,
class assignments and ways to measure and evaluate them. Each
assignment was based on the objectives of each lesson that the teachers

and students had already agreed upon.
