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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine patterns, prevaﬁence of behavioral
problems and related of behavioral problems for environment by 382 students who study in
grade 1 to grade 12, aged 6-16 years in Chiang Mai Welfare School. The instruments used for
data collection were included a questionnaire completed by alt students. The Thai Youth
Checkiist, interview for teachers and focus group discussion for sampling students. Data was
analyzed by SPSS for Windows in term of percentage and arithmetic mean.

The findings were as follow;

1. Boys aged 6-11 years :

For the Internalizing problems group, the most frequent pattems was
Depression. The highest percent for this item Clumsiness.

For the Externalizing problems group, the most frequent pafterns was
Immaturity. The highest percent for the item was Poor at study.

2. Girls aged 6-11 year:

For the Internalizing problems group, the most frequent patterns was
Depression and Thought problems. The highest percent for this item was Nightmares.
For the Externalizing problems group, the most frequent patterns was yperactivity/

Impuisivity Social Problems. The highest percent for this item was Argues to others.



3. Boys aged 12-16 vyears :
For the Internalizing problems group, the most frequent patterns was
Depression/Anxiety. The highest percent for this item was Performance Anxiety.
For the Extermalizing problems group, the most frequent patterns was Delinquency.
The highest percent for this item was Poor at Study.
4, Girls aged 12-16 years :
For the Internalizing preblems group, the rhost freguent patterns was Immaturity/Low
self esteem. The highest percent for this item was Play with the Younger...
For the Externalizing problems group, the most frequent paiterns was Verbal
Aggression. The highest percent for this itern was Argues‘ to others.
5. The prevalence of behavioral problems in all aged was 54.5 percent, The prevalence

of Clinical Range in girls {12-12 yrs.} was higest but in boys (6-11 yrs.) was lowest,
