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Abstraet

The objectives of the study were to identify the entry into sex service transétl:tion, sex
service conditions and daily lives of male teenagers. Key informats comprised of 10 sex service
male teenagers. Colleted data/information subsequently cross-checked for their accuracy,
classified and analyzed according to established theoretical framework. Findings were as
follows:

The sex service transaction of male teenagers in this semi-urban area occurred during
the diversity of political, economical, social and environmental changes. In the societies where
people were less ready to for the changes and family institutes were ignorant, male teenagers
would behave unethically and tyrannically against social regulations

Seventy percent of the male teenage sex workers were from broken-home. Some of
them had to leave their families and stay with their cousins or even with their friends Finally,
they took drug in order to be accepted in the new societies. However, the other thirty percent
were still living in happy families. The impacts of external factor, namely, digital
communication, accompanying with sex service peers, experiencing in homosexual and high
income pushed the latter group to enter to sex services.

In the street of male sex service, they tried to build up and expand new societies by
creating networks. They also wanted to be widely accepted and have their rights to do so.
However, half of them dared not reveal themselves to return to normal ways of life while the

rest wanted to continue their services as long as the market demand.
