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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the traditional system, the types of
participation, factors and conditions affecting the participation in educational management of
communities. Most information was collected from interviewing the people concerning
about school educational management, studying the school’s document and analyzing
society, economics and culture of the communities. The data obtained were analyzed,
explained, summarized, and then presented relatively.

The finding revealed that the communities participated within every stages of the
education management which included : 1) Forming school educational committees — the
communities informed. 2) Meeting - the representative of communities as school educational
committees participated in school meeting. 3) Survey and collecting information —
communities informed. 4) Formulating the priciples, goals and content- communities
informed. 5) Assessing the suitability of the applicants- communities informed. 6) Detailing
the contents — communities informed and detailed the contents. 7) Analyzing the proprietary
contents — communities participated in the meeting to analyze the contents and suggested. 8)
Applying the contents- communities were resources or guest speakers.

The study of factors and conditions affect the communities’ participating in school
educational management revealed that every factor and condition studied affected the

communities’ participation.
