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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to compare students’ achievement of
reading words with consonant clusters before and after practicing through the Consonant
Clusters Reading Exercise and to study the teachers’ opinions about using the exercise.
The population studied included 58 Prathom Suksa 2 students of Nong Phung Tha Wang
Tan School Cluster, Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province in the second semester of
academic year 2000, and 5 teachers who taught those students through the exercise. The
research instruments included: 1} 10 sections of Consonant Clusters Reading Exercise,
2) 10 instructional plans of 3 periods (60 minutes) for each plan, 3) the reading
achievement test on words with consonant clusters with the 0.866 level of reliability, and
4} a set of opinionnaires for teachers who used the exercise. The collected data were
analyzed by computing means, standard deviations and t-test, and presented through
tables and description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The Consonant Clusters Reading Exercise contained 10 sections, and 10
lesson plans.

2. The reading achievement on words with consonant clusters of students afier

practicing through the exercise was higher than before the exercise

statistically significant at the level of .01.

The teachers who used the Consonant Clusters Reading Exercise with

students found very appropriate (suitable) on all aspects namely; objectives,

contents, instructional process, and measurement and evaluation.
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
