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Abstract

The OGbjectives of this study are to investigate in the Faculty
Education opinion concerning their advisor’s actual role performance,
about the students’ problem and expectating in relation to their
advisors. The sample upon this study consists of 310 first-fourth year
students of Faculty of Education during their enrollment in the second
semester of the 2000. The  instrument used was a multiple choice
questionnaire covering 4 parts. The collected data were analyzed
through the application frequency distribution percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The result 6f the study shows that the actual role performance
of students’ advisor in the student’s view is generally at the high
level. Then advisors’ strongest role in the students’ view is their
personality, their less strong role concerns their personal assistance

to the students and the weather role refer to their academic assistance.
