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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop integrated instruction
plans with Thai language as core and to study students’ achievement and problems
of the integrated instruction. The samples used in the study were 26 Prathom Suksa
I students in the first semester of the academic year 2000 at the Chow Paw Luang
Upathum 7, Amphur Marim, Chiang Mai.

Study tools were (1) The five integrated instruction plans with Thai language
as core, planned for three hundred instructional periods (20 minutes/ period). (2)

The achievement tests designed to evaluate four different experience groups. (Thai
Language, Life Experience, Character Education, and Work Experience) The tests
had the reliabilities of .85, .65, .66 and .65 respectively. (3) A notebook for
recording  instructional problems. The collected data were then analyzed by using
means, standard deviation and percentage. The results were as follows:

The integrated plans were developed with the emphasis of child-centered
learning concepts, and activities leading to the students’ application of knowledge
in their daily lives. Content, activities, and instructional media were planned so
that they were related and responded to learning objectives of all unit plans. The
results of the achievement tests showed that more than 60% of the students could
pass the 60% achievement criteria inall four experience groups. However , the
average score in life-experience subject arca was a little below the criteria. In terms
of problems, the teacher neceded a lot of time for instructional planning and
preparing instructional media. The students also took more time to finish all
learning activities. Some reading passages from the Ministry of Education’s
regular textbook were found to be difficult for the studentsand not relevant to
their lives.
