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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study inclusive learning
manage_:ment and to find the guideline to increase the efficiency of
inclusive learning management for children with special needs in
primary school attached to the office of Hot District Primary
Education, Chiang Mai Province. The population were 7 administrators,
7 instructors, 18 children with special needs and 70 regular children.
The instruments were questionnaire, interview and teaching observation
form. The data were then analyzed in terms of frequency end
percentage. They were presented by description with tables.

The findings were as follows:

1. The inclusive learning management. There was 50% of
responds who prepared the buildings and environment in schools for the
children with special needs. Restrooms and activities rooms were

improved secondly, 28.57%. In term of personnel preparation, most of



teachers were trained and they had visited the schools that had
inclusive learning project. For equipments, most of them were
adjusted to be used in inclusive learning and there were enough desks
and chairs. For teaching management, most of the teachers wused
suitable materials for students. And then placed the students in
regular classes by adjusting study time for them. Most of the
teachers who taught children with special needs did not do IEP and
neither IIP. For evaluation, some teachers adjusted the test form to
be suitable for the level of children obility and each group. The
teachers adjusted the criteria for children with special needs.

2. Guideline to increase the efficiency of inclusive learning.
The Bureau of National Primary Education should provide eﬁough budget
for the number of special children in order to buy equipments for
buildings and special equipments for children with special needs. The
Office of Hot District Primary Education should co-operate with the
Special Education Center, Region 8 to do workshop in inclusive
learning for teachers who are responsible in this project to apply it
corcretely afterword. The schools or the Office of District Primary
Education should co-operate with Rajebhat Institute and the university
to send volunteers or student teachers mgjored in Special Education
for participating in inclusive learning project. The schools in
inclusive learning project should evaluate themselves every semester
because the present condition and problems could be guideline to
improve inclusive learning more efficiently. And the teachers who

majored in Special Education should be recruited.
