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ABSTRACT

The research was on at exploring the effect of peer education on university
students’ AIDS prevention behavior. This quasi-experimental research consisted of
experimental and controlled groups each of which consisted of 22 students who
controlled at Maejo University in 2000 academic year. The instrument used to collect
data was developed by the researcher. It was found that, afier the experiment which
took 2 days and whose process included lecture, question and answer session, group
activities, games, demonstration and practice of condom use, the experimental group
subjects had gained, at statistically significant level, more knowledge about AIDS and
positive attitude toward condom use than before the experimental and controlled
group counterparts.
