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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the factors perceived o affect the
decision to further study in the Diploma of Vocation Education level of the 3° year
Certificate of Vocation Education students at Asia Technology School and to obtain
s{udents’ opinions and suggestions to improve educational management of the Diploma
program. The sample comprised 176 students. A guestionnaire developed by the
researcher had 0.93 reliability level employing Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient Frequency,

percentage, means, and standard deviation were used for statistical analysis.

The findings showed that each factor was perceived to affect the decision to
further study at moderate level. These factors could be ranked in the order of their effect
on the decision to further study as follows: teacher, instruction, administration,
management and service, academic affairs and school's reputation, student affairs,
school's public relations, parents and home affairs, school facilities and environments

and the school atmosphere.



Regarding opinions and suggestions, It was found that only 26 students gave
opinions and suggestions. These few suggestions were internet system improvement,
lowering school tuition free, Dean of Students having more justice and better

understanding toward students, and the teachers more attention to teaching
