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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study needs for counselling services of the
lower secondary education students at Pa Ngiu Kindergarten School, Wiang Pa Pao District,
Chiang Rai Province. The population consisted of 220 students studying in the second semester
of the academic year 2000. The sample size consisted of 140 students who were selected by
stratisfied random sampling at the level of 95 %. Data were collected through the use of rating
scale questionaire. The reliability of the instrument by Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient was 0.89.
Data were analyzed for frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The findings showed that most students needed counselling services at high
level. The needed services were related to personal adjustment, academics, participation in
activities, occupation planning and personal problems.

2. The students preferred to be counselled by generous counselors who are
trustworthy. They also wanted to be counselled individually in a private room and at any time

during school hours.
