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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the teenagers’ attitude towards love.
The sample of this study was composed of 206 3° year Certificate of Vocational
Education students at Chiang Mai Commercial Coliege. The data were collected i-n the
second semester of the academic year 2000 using an attitude test construcied by the
researcher. The test covered 3 parts : the belief about love, attitude towards love and
ways to express love. The reliability basing on Cronbach's Alpha Coefficient was 0.94.
The researcher used SPSS for Windows io analyze the obtained data to derive
frequencies, percentage, means, standard deviation and t - value.

The results revealed that the subjects had a rather good level of attitude towards

love of teenagers. There was no significant difference between attitude of male and

female teenagers.
