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Abstract

This independent study aimed at investigating the environment and problems in relation
to the students apprenticeship and to introduce appropriate methods in determining applicable
apprentivement for the students studying electronics in Lamphun Technical College. The subjects
were divided into 3 groups. The first group comprised 10 firms directors and supervising stuff.
The second group included 7 directors and instructors from Lamphun Technical College. The
third group was 19 apprentices of the second semester, 1998, (the third year students from the
department of electronics, Lamphun Technical College.) Three sets of questionnaires were used
in data collecting. The data analysis was undertaken as a sequence of frequency, percentage,
average and differential along with text analysis,

The investigation revealed that there had been lack of collaboration between Lamphun
Technical College and the firms, This resulted in arranging tasks which had been mismatch to the
students. Nonetheless, the college and the firms implied some agreeable aspects: they aimed at
development the students® responsibility, discipline, morality and ethics as well as equipping the
students with basic working experiences which can be applied to their future working situations.

The investigation also revealed that the students were infrequently supervised by the
college’s supervisors. Some Students had been supervised only once during the whole of the
semester. In addition, its investigation manifested that the firms held preference towards the
students whc; were well disciplined punctual, responsible as well as employing good human

relationship.
