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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate self-concept, safety behavior and
correlation between the two parameters of students in technical colleges attached to
the Department of Vocational Education, Region 8. The sample of 577 (538 male and
39 female) were randomly selected from 8 technical Colleges located in Chiang Mai,
Chiangrai, Nan, Payca, Prae, Lampang, Lamphoon and Uttraradit provinces. Data
were collected through questionnaires and analyzed by SPSS for Windows.

The results of data analysised revealed that :

1. Self-concept of student were high when considering their family self-
concept, social self-concept, and physical self-concept.

2. Self behavior of students were high when considering their pre-working
behavior, during working behavior, and post working behavior.

3. Self-concept and safety behavior of studenis were found positively

significant correlation at the level of 0.01.
