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Abstract

This thesis was aimed at examining adaptation behavior of Phayao Agricultural and
Technological College students, internal environment and conditions affecting such behavior.
In collecting needed data, the researcher relied on the following efforts with target students:
interviews, inquiries, conversations, observations and group discussions. These efforts were
geared toward discovering living conditions, academic life and collective activities those
students experienced within the college. Target students were first-year Vocational
Certificate  Level students who, in 4 groups, had drug, sexual deviation, delinquency and

personal conflict problems.
The study found that the students with the middle two types of problems were able to

adjust themselves or their behavior to the College environment, conditions, rules and
regulations since they had not had negative impacts upon such deviant behavior. On the
contrary, such environment, conditions, rules and regulations made it possible for sexually
deviant students to stick together, build their own group so that they could help one another
in both study and activities. Therefore, their behavior was in a way conditioned to be
appropriate to campus situations and tey were, thus, able to peacefully coexist with other
students.

As regards delinquent behavior group College environment, conditions, rules and
regulations were found to have somewhat reduced such behavior. Otherwise, their

studentship would be terminated, suspended or penalized.



Regarding those students with drug problem and who constantly engaged in brawls it
was found that they had been unable to adjust themselves or their behavior to College
environment, conditions, rules and regulations, particularly adjustment or adaptation to .
internal requirements.  This particular problem had both physical and mental impacts.
Those with drug problems were unable to participate in activities with others except of their
own group. Their wrongdoing ranged from buying, selling and taking drugs on campus.
And those constantly engaged in brawls were those who had been mentally and emotionally
plagued. They sought the way out through alcohol consumption, seeking troubles with others
and frequently engaged in physical fights. Moreover, they often harrassed, physically, those
who were weaker than themselves. At times, they banded in group and fistfighted with rival
groups, damaging the College reputation. Some were even arrested and their studentship
stripped of.

In brief, Such behavior went againt the College rules and regulations and inevitably
brought about tragic consequences ad noted. Moreover, wrongful behavior of these two
types was also opposed by both other student groups and instructors. Therefore, students
with such misbehavior had a limited number of friends or had only a very small circle among
themselves to mingle with, However, those problematic students, but not yet expelled.
Continued to leam to adjust/adapt themselves to the College conditions and rules and

regulations.
