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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop creative English writing abilities after
learning lessons with constructionism through the MicroWorlds Program. The target group were
10 Mathayom Suksa 2 Students who studied Information Technology English Course (Eng. 033)
at the Demonstration School of Chiangmai University, Amphur Muang, Chiang Mai, in the
second semester of the academic year 2000.

Research procedures consisted of the design of the five lesson plans using
constructionism through the MicroWorlds Program. Each group of students created an electronic
English newspaper. The assessment of the students’ creative writing abilities in each lesson plan
was performed after the experiment. The data obtained were analyzed for mean by using the
computer program SPSS for Windows.

The findings revealed that students’ creative writing abilities were at very good level

after being taught with constructionism through the MicroWorlds Program.
