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Abstract

The study was aimed at examining the problems of and needs for guidance services

of the lower secondary students in Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools under the Office of

Omkoi District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The population consisted of 120

students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2000. Data were collected through

the use of rating scale questionnaires. Whose reliability basing on Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient

were 0.93 and 0.97. Data were analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard

deviation.

The finding showed that most students had problems concerning guidance service

at modurate level but needs concemning guidance service at high level.
