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Abstract

This study was to investigate the interest in receiving English information of the English-
major students in relation to the channels, factors, and obstacles of the information reception. The
sample of 120 subjects was selected, using multi-stage random sampling method, from the Z"d, 3“1,
and 4" years students who majored in English and enrolled in the B.Ed. and B.A. programs at
Rajabhat Institute Lampang. The instruments used was the questionnaire consisting of 3 parts: the
respondents’ general information survey and the reception pattern and mode, the rating scales
measuring their perceived factors affecting their interest in receiving the information, and the open-
ended part asking their problems related to receiving the English information. The statistics used were
percentage, means, and standard deviation. The findings were as follows:

1. It was found that 85.80% of the sample were female, 56.70% were in B.Ed. program,
43.30% had the GPA between 2.50-2.99, and 70.80% were those staying with friends in dormitory.

2. Regarding reception pattern and mode, it was found that 34.20% of the sample had

received the English information every week, 87.60% received the information from the internet,
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69.60% were interested in entertainment and fashion news, and 91.20% used facilities at the
Institute’s Academic Resource Center.

3. All factors were rated at high level on their effect on the students’ interest, Teachers and
friends were cited as external factors while motivation and attitude toward English were internal
factors.

4. Concerning problems related to the information reception, 70.80% of the sample
indicated there was no encouragement on the Institute’s part. Inadequate media was cited as the
obstacle to the information reception.

In regard to the problems and suggestions made by the respondents, besides the Institute and

the faculty members, their time constraint was another obstacle.
