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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to survey students’ need and to collect their comments,
regarding the environment setting at Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Northermn Campus (Jédlin).
A stratified random sampling method was used in accordance with students’ education class levels,
namely a certificate, diploma, and bachelor’s. A questionnaire was used to collect the data. The data
were analyzed through uses of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. A brief result
was presénted at a conference. A group of 6 students who were the members of the Students’ Body
Organizaﬁén participated the conference. Information gaining from the conference were recorded,
analyzed, grouped, and then reported in a descriptive form.

Findings indicated that students highly needed both internal and external environment of the
campus to be improved. When examining each setting item individually, the items the students rated
as high needs were the amount and quality of durable objects, tools, equipments, room for counseling,
and modem textbooks. Students also needed some facilities to be provided such as televisions, tables,
chairs, and lockers. Furthermore, toilet and its cleanliness, and free space arca should be improved.
For the pollution'items such as smoke, noise, and dust, should be screened. Cover way and walk w:iy
between building should be reconstructed. In addition, students needed to have more parking area,
recreational area, and work out room including equipments. A number of garbage bins placing inside
and outside buildings should be added up. A number of public phones should be increase. Moreover,

controlling on a construction area should be restricted in order to prevent an accident and to reduce noise.



The students” opinion from the questionnaire was used as the topic of discussion at the
conference. The results from the conference were that the opinions from two groups of students,
the sample and conference groups, were very similar. The members of Students’ Body QOrganization
recommended students be allowed to participate the activity regarding the campus setting managelﬁent.
The campus administrators should listen to students” opinion and need. The administrators may use
these information for planning and setting a measure. To do this, a group of students” representatives
may be selected and work as a joint committee. Finally, a research on students’ opinion in particular

area should be conducted and put those information as the topic for the orientation.
