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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine roles in folk culture conservation and
Recommendations of social studies teachers attached to the department of general
education, Chiang Mai province.

The Population surveyed in this study consisted 295 social studies teachers in
secondary schools attached to the Department of General Education, Chiang Mai
Province during the second semester of the academic year 2000. A rating scale
questionnaire was used and the coliected data were analyzed throngh the application of
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results were as follows :

The roles of social studies teachers in teaching folk conservation, in academic
activities participation, and in community activities participation were at a low ievel.

The recommendations of social studies teachers on folk culture conservation
were as follow :

a) Contents about folk culture should be intergrated into social studies

instruction and learning activities.



b) Folk culture club should be established and included in the school
academic activity program.

¢) Working plans of folk culture conservation should be included in school
planning and projects.

d) Meeting or seminar on folk culture conservation should be held efficially for
teachers for parctical purposes. |

e) Teachers and school personnels should receive financial support when
participating in community cultural activities.

f} School should help teachers and students understand the importance of
folk cuiture conservation instill in them the sense of responsibility in conservation folk

culture.
