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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to compare students’ English listening-
speaking skills before and after being taught by using story-telling activity, and to study
their vocabulary retention. The population was 30 prathom suksa 5 students studying
Fundamental English 2 in the second semester of the academic year 2000 at Wat
Suandok School, Amphur Muang, Chiang Mai. The research instruments were six
lesson plans us'ing story-telling activity, an English listening-speaking test and a
vocabulary test. The research procedure included a pretest and a postiest of English
listening-speaking skills, teaching by using story-telling activity, and a test of vocabulary
administered after learning and the same test was administered again 14 days later.
The data obtained were analyzed by means of arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students’ English listening-speaking skilis was
increased after being taught by using story-telling activity, and the vocabutary retention

existed.
