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Abstract

The purposes of this research are 1) To study Thai usage from the daily
newspaper headlines in term of word usage and sentence pattemns . 2) To develop upper
secondary education supplementary Thai language exercises.

The study is conducted by analyzing the language usage in 3 newspapers,
namely Thairath , Daily News , Khaosod from August 1,2000 to September 30, 2000 .
The total number of the newspapers are 183.

In this reserch, it found that they are 2 aspects concerning with language use
in the headlines : meaning and form. The meaning of word corresponds with the
proposed hypotheses , that is , it includes different kinds of suggestive words : implicit ,
slang and designation . The forms of a word are 2 types. The first one conforms to the
proposed hypotheses , with is clipping . The second one is beyond the hypotheses , with is
abbreviation .

As far sentence patterns , they are related to the given hypotheses . The sentence
structures are composed of 3 different types : a basic sentence , a sentence with is
introduced by a predicate omitting a subject and a sentence introduced by a predicate
followed by a subject. Various types of sentences are found : a simple sentence,

a compound sentence and a complex sentence .In addition, the use of a classifier in a

numerative phrases a headline has not been found.




The researcher made use of the results to design Thai language for upper-
secondary-school students with including 8 lessons as supplementary materials . This

exercises are tested and qualified for the students level with are in correspondence with

the proposed objectives .
