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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study students' content knowledge in ecotourism
management course, students' English writing ability, students' reading strategies, and
students'environment conservation awareness after being taught through integrating English with
content. The target subjects were 38 third-year students majoring in tourism development and
ensolled in ecotourism management course in the second semester of the academic year 1999 at
Maejo University, Phrae campus, Amphur Rong Kwang, Phrae. The research instruments consisted
of 3 content units and @ lesson plans written in the form of integrating English with content, 3 essay
tests of content knowledge, 3 English writing ability tests, a questionnaire of reading strategies used
and a questionnaire of environment conservation awareness. After finishing each unit, the subjects
took the test of content knowledge and the English writing ability test. After the last lesson plan
was taught, the subjects completed the given questionnaire of reading strategies used and
questionnaire of environment conservation awareness. The data obtained were analyzed by using

mean and percentage.



The findings of this research were as follows:
1. Students’ content knowledge in ecotourism management course after being taught through
integrating English with content was average satisfaction (81.57%).
2. Students' English writing‘abitity after being taught through integrating English with content was
average satisfaction (47.36%).
3. All the students who were taught through integrating English with content employed associating
background knowledge with new information, which was a reading strategy in the cognitive level.
4, All the students who were taught through integrating English with content were aware of

environment conservation at the response level.
