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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate perceptions of autistic child’s
parents on caring, parents's roles and services as well as management procedure for
autistic child care of Northern Child Development Center. The study focusing on 8
autistic children’s parents which whom taking the childs to Northern Child Development
Center. Data were obtained by mean of indepth interview and observation technique.
The analytic induction were used for data analysis. The research finding revealed that

1. The parents perceived that autistic is a matter of brain disorder but certain
ethiology still unknown. The pérents awared that salient symptoms of autistic were
problems with speaking and communicating, child- are environmental ignorant,
separate, sameness behaviors and jagon language. The parents realized that caring
autistic child needed more attention and love. Appropriate training for self care taking
such as wear on and off, face washing, eating and toilet training are among the needed
activities in caring routine.

2. The parents perceived their caring role as one who give more attention and
love, taking the child to an appropriate place and searching for information concerning

remediation as well as financetial supporting.



3. Most of the parents perceived that child caring procedures need parents
attendance so that they learned and enable them to take over the procedure of home.
Half of the parents awared that the center would hold the autistic child for only on
month.

4. Care taking procedures other than one month caring along with parents
attendance policy, the center conducted service activities, 1) caring acupuncture.
2} plays activities for speech and language improvement and occupational therapy

program.
