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Abstract

The purpose of this research study was to examine expectations and suggestions of parents
regarding roles of lower secondary-level social studies teachers in private schools,
Muang Chiang Mai District.

The sample consisted of 686 parents who were selected by stratified random sampling
during the second semester of the academic year 2000. The data were collected with a rating
scale questionnaire and analyzed using percentages, means, frequencies, and standard deviations.

The findings were as follows:

1. Students’ academic skills development:
Most parents had a high level of expectations of social studies teachers and stated
that they should assist students in the following iterns: to listen, speak, read, and write correctly;
to criticize logically; to identify information and analyze data correctly when reading; to utilize
local resources; to interpret reading materials correctly and be able to present information in
diagrams; and to give assignments in every lesson. .
2. Students’ cognitive skills development:
_Most parents had a high level of expectations of social studies teachers and reported
that they should assist students in the following items: to think critically; to be able to solve
problems; to select and practice appropriate ethical values; to work collaboratively with others;

to assimulate knowledge and to be able to search information from the internet.



3.  Students’ social skills development:

Most parents had the highest level of expections of social studies teachers and
indicated that they should assist students to be responsible for their assignments. Moreover,
they also expected, at a high level, that social studies teachers encourange students to be
generous, to have self — confident, to be able work with others, to carefully spend their
allowance, to admire Thai culture and customs, to understand their roles and responsibities as
students and citizens, and to actively participate in school activities.

Teachers should also be good role models, help students in any way possible,
commit to the students’ development of an appreciative understanding of the natural

environment, provide religious activities, and encourage individual work.
