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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study: 1)teaching and Learning
activities using multiple intelligence development process of pre-school teachers
who had participated in the workshop, 2) The teachers’ problems in using multiple
intelligence development process for young children and the recommendations, 3) The
results of using multiple intelligence process. To collect data, questionnaires were used
for 70 pre-school teachers who had participated in the workshop on multiple
intelligence development of young children learning, and 100 pre-schools students in 6
pilot schools of Mae Ai school district in the second semester of the 2000 Academic
Year were observed and evaluated. The data were statistical analyzed by frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard diviation. They were presented in tables and description.
The results were as follows:

1. The teachers had planned and set the learning objectives. The steps of |
teaching were also set. Then practice, monitoring and evaluation were done. Games,
moving actions, and songs were used most. Teachers’ compliments were used most as
reinforcement.

2. Most of the teachers had a financial supporting and the insufficiency of
teaching media and materials problems. Budget available and on going workshop for
teachers were recommended.

3. From observation and evaluation, most of the children showed the gradually
development of multiple intelligence areas. The children’s works were in the fair level
and each of their works showed the progress.
