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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to follow up the career performance of juveniles living in
Chiang Mai and having been released from the Observation and Protection Center of Chiang Mai.
Primary data collection was conducted by giving out 53 sets of questionnaire. After that, nine of the
juveniles were selected and interviewed as case studies. In addition, interviews were also conducted
with parents and employers. Data were analyzed using frequency and percentage. The results were
presented in a descriptive form,

The study indicated that the majority of the juveniles finished lower secondary education
level; some finished the upper. Nearly half of their fathers was serving for hire whereas the mothers
were self employment. Most of fhese juveniles were Buddhist, single status, living with their parents,
and under an accusation of drug abuse. While they were being detained in the Center, they chose to
be trained in various courses, namely Auto-mechanic, Hair dre_ssing, Music and Agriculture,
respectively. After they were released, nearly half of them went to school for continuing their
education, some were unemployed, and very few were employed. Their opinion towards the training
were that the amount of theoretical content taught was more than the amount of practical one.

Moreover, tools, equipments, materials and supplies concerning with training were insufficient and




the experiences they received were not enough for performing their occupation. In the aspect of habit
development after they were released they behaved better in the phases of patience, responsibility,
discipline, sacrifice, confidence, and making good relationship. Finally, the occupations they
performed were to serve for hiring and self-employment as selling fruits. The problems of career
performance they faced were that it was hard worlk; it pgid low income; and they gained insufficient

knowledge to perform their job.
