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Abstract

The research’s main purposes were to study the problems and solutions of
school - aged children to remain in school for the 9 year compulsory education. This
participatory action research was conducted in conjunction with the communities, school
teachers and the children’s parents in YuWa sub-district, San Pa Tong district, Chiang Mai
province,

This research aimed to involve school administrators, teachers, community leaders,
and the parents or legal guardians of the children into its process. Concepts, theories and
other related researches were analyzed, then, the following procedures and activities were
conducted: 1) gaining acquaintance with participants in the process; 2) studying and
analyzing the problems; 3) setting action plans; 4) implementing the plans; and 5) evaluation

and assessment.

The results of the research were as follows. The participants discovered the
problems that had obstructed the children to continue their education. Such problems were
derived from their parents or puardians, schools, the children themselves, and non -
cooperation among relevant people and institutes. The procedures and activities designed to
solve such problems could be classified into 4 steps: brain storming and data analyzing;
planning how to solve the problems; implementing the plan into actions; and evaluating the
results. All activities were conducted successfnlly, resulting in a continuation of 21 students

in junior high school at both formal and non —formal educational systems.
