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Abstract

The aim of this research study was to study the opinion of Payap University
students concerning general education courses in terms of instructors, teaching
methods, students and content and implementation.

The samples of this study comprised 269 students who took general education
courses in the second semester of the academic year 2000. The data obtained from
questionnaires were analyzed by computing percentages and presented by tables with
explanations. The major findings of this study were as follows:

1. For instructors and teaching methods, the majority of instructors had prepared
lessons for students according to the course outlines. Most instructors were qualified and
had experiences in teaching. They sometimes infused ethics in their teaching and used
teaching media. However, some students suggested that various interesting teaching
media should have been used in order to simplify the content.

2. For students, they had got such knowledge according to the objectives of each
subject. They learnt how to provide service for people and society. They understood the
importance of applying subjects in general education courses integratively. They were
trained in thinking practicing and problem solving. In the mean time, there were a few
students who had bad impression on their learning and some instructors. Some of them
mentioned that the class schedules were not appropriately set.

3. For content and its implementation, most students understood the content.
They could see the problems and solve it. They could also relate their knowledge to their
daily lives and could apply it well for their living. But some students mentioned that
some course content was not clear and created confusion. Therefore, the texts should be
improved to meet the standards. Instructors should give more examples when they were
teaching.
