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Abstract

The purposes of this study were firstly, to study the situation of learning and teaching
management for the visually impaired students majnstreaming learning, secondly, to survey
the problem and difficulties of mainstreaming learning , and thirdly , to study the result
of mainstreaming learning in terms of self-adjustment and self-assistance and learning
achievement of visually impaired students who studied in normal classes in Muaeng Chiang
Mai primary school. The study group consisted of 41 visually impaired students , 120 ordinary
students, six administrators of the schools joining the mainstreaming project, 36 teachers and
six academic supporting teachers. Questionnaires and observation forms were used for collecting
the data. Then, they were analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The presentation was in descriptive tables.

The findings were as allows:

1. Learning and teaching’s situation.

The visually impaired students we: : much satisfied with the mainstreaming project.

They wanted more academic supporting teachers for the end of each day courses.



The ordinary students were much satisfied with the mainstreaming leaming.
‘They were willing to help them. |

The teachers were content to continue the mainstreaming project. Concerning the
teaching technique the teachers spoke and explained repetitively, in details. The allowed The
impaired students to touch and use the materials. They adjusted the evaluative criteria’s in some
subjects to the visually impaired students’ competency. The Braille was most used in testing.

The academic supporting teachers were content to participate in the mainstreaming
project and continuing this work.

The administrators, most provided the preparation of readiness in every aspect for the
visually impaired student, i.e. for school building, materials, curriculum, teaching and learning
activities and the evaluation of the mainstreaming project.

2. The problems and difficulties of mainstreaming learning.

The visually impaired students had some difficulties in learning English.

The teachers had less problems in mainstreaming management, and more problems in
learning achievement of the visually impaired students.

The academic supporting teachers had moderate problems in preparation of the
readiness in personals, building, materials for the visually impaired students, learning center and
hygienic management and learning achievement.

The administrators mostly had less problems in the mainstreaming management, but
had much problems in providing the Braille using among the teachers in communicating with the
impaired students,

3. The result of mainstreaming learning.

* The visually-impaired students had opportunities to show their special performance
in some school activities. They still had some difficulties in dealing with the other personals in
school.

The ordinary students’ opinion at moderate level showed that the impaired students

were obstacles in some leamning activities.



The teachers’ opinion showed that the impaired students had less problems is self -
adjustment and self-assistance, but moderate problems in learning achievement in Life Experience
Area, Work-Oriented Experience Area, Character Development Area. Professional Foundation

The academic supporting teachers’ opinion at the moderate level showed that the
impaired students had difficulties in learning achievement of Thai Langnage Area and Work-

Oriented Experience Area.
