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Abstract

This study was aimed at examining the current state of co-curricular activities operation
at the upper secondary level of Wachirawit School, Chiang Mai Province, operational problems,
and seeking recommendations for its improvement. At the same fime, it surveyed students’
opinions regarding such operation. Those serving as key informants for the study comprised 23
upper secondary teachers on active duty during the 2000 academic year and a sample of 134
Mathayom Suksa 5 and 6 students. Data collecting instruments were one questionnaire for
teachers and the other for students. All administered questionnaires were retumed and collected
data analyzed using percentage, average and standard deviation. Subsequently, -analyzed data
were descriptively presented aided by appropriate tables.

Findings were as follows :

As regards planning, actual operation and evaluation it was found that the
three tasks had been performed at a "high” level. Specifically, in the area of planning,
students were free to form clubs/associations and join them as members; accorded
opportunities to determine activity goals and scope ; and informed of activity policies
and objectives. Students' activity needs assessment was also conducted. Regarding

actual operation the school paid a lot of attention to the issue of students’ participation



and provided advisory assistance during each activity impiementation ; checked their
participation time and rate throughout the academic year ; tried in every possible way
to save their participation costs ; and accorded them with opportunities to participate
in designing activity formats and methods. Finally, regarding evaluation the school did
organize joint aclivities, across class levels, suitable to the time frame ; observed
students’ attention, behavior and needs whether they fit chosen activities; and utilized
evaluation results in improving further activities.

Students, on the other hand, were of the opinion that they had been
moderately involved in activity planning throughout the academic year and
encouraged to freely join each club/association activities based on their own
interest. Regarding the actual operation they were of the opinion that they moderately
cooperated in each activity and had little chances switching club/association
membership, etc. As regards evaluation, despite their moderate — level rating, they
felt the school had considerably emphasized activities which promoted better teacher
student relationships and those promoting students’ self - and collective
responsibility. However, they felt the school paid little attention to activity impact upon
classroom learning time.

As far as o_perational problems were concerned, it was found that, given the
rather limited space, the school had been unable to fully organize planned activities
and advising teachers were lacking in number unsuitable to the number of
club/association memberé. it was recommended that resource persons be invited in
clubs/associations where advising teachers lacked needed skills and expertise |
activities in collaboration with other schools or institutions be organized in order to
create academic networks ; each club’s / association’s members be constantly
informed of ongoing events or happenings ; activity operations be constantly
monitored and evaluated ; both teachers and students be accorded opportunities to

participate in co-curricular activities; responsible personnel make certain advising




teachers have proper knowledge and understanding about assigned acfivities and are
able to rightly handle them ; responsible personnel, furthermore, continuously direct,
monitor, supervise and evaluate those activities and, finally, during each academic
term seminars be organized involving all advising teachers in order for them to keep

up with what is happening and what the problems.and abstracles are.
