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Abstract

This study was aimed to compare the achievement of writing words with
the irregular final consonants of Prathom Suksa 2 students learning through
Teams-Games-Tournament method and conventional teaching method and to study their
behaviors as they learned. The sample included 88 Prathom Suksa 2 students of Dara
Academy affiliated to the Office of the Private Education Commission in Mueng
Chiang Mai District. The students were divided into the experiment and the control
group. Each group consisted of 44 students with comparable Thai .writing words
ability. The instruments included 20 plans of writing words with the irregular final
consonants through Teams-Games-Tournament method and 20 conventional plans, a 30
item spelling test and an observation form. The experimental group learned through
Teams-Games-Tournament method whereas the control group did the conventional
method meanwhile the students’ behaviors were observed. The data were analyzed by
using mean, standard deviations, percentage and t-test and thén presented through tables

with description.



The findings were as following:

1. The mean scores of students in writing words with the irregular final
consonants learning through Teams-Games-Tournament method were significantly
higher than the mean scores of those learning through conventional teaching method
at the .01 level

9. More than three fourth of students leamning through Teams-Games-

Tournament method displayed high level of leaming behavior.
