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Abstract

This independent study was aimed to study the organization of the combined
classroom model of primary schools in San Puloei school cluster under the Office of
Doi Saket District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province, and to study the opinjons of
teachers, students as well as parents concerning the combined classroom organization.
The population studied involved three primary schools including Ban San Ton Du School,
Ban Pa Khui School, and Ban Tharua School, 3 school head masters, 11 teachers, 55
parents, and 104 grade 2-6 students. The instruments included the interview forms,
questionnaires, the observation forms through which the data were collected and analyzed

by computing frequencies, percentages, and standard deviations, and presented through
tables and description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the organization of the combined classroom model, those three
schools involved were considered as small sizes located in the suburban area where public
utilities were fully supplied. The schools encountered a few number of students and a
lack of teachers, as well as a low rate birth and people migration due to the economic
crisis. These led to the development of the combined classroom model in order to survive
the schools and make full use of school buildings and equipment. The model required that
each member school could manage only two class levels, for instance, Prathom Suksa 1
and 2 managed by Ban San Ton Du School, Prathom Suksa 3 and 4 managed by Ban Pa
Khui School, and Prathom Suksa 5 and 6 managed by Ban Tha Rua School respectively.
These helped provide those schools with more sufficient rooms for special classroom
activities, adequate materials and equipment, more local community learning resources
and activities for enhancing effective learning.

2. With regard to the opinions of teachers, students, and parents concerning the
model, they showed agreement in most aspects, for instance, most of them satisfied with
the application of the combined  classroom model. Teachers found their teaching
preparation tasks relieved by the reduction of classes. Students enjoyed learning -
among their classmates from different villages, and were satisfied to meet many



teachers--- it helped get rid of boring. They also felt encouraged to express themselves
and participate in activities. Parents were pleased to have their children study in different
school at the same time and hoped their children would gain more experiences from
various learning resources in the community. The problem found included the
inconvenient and coordination among schools involved, and between schools and
community but this could be effectively dealt with in the future.
