Abstract

This thesis was aimed at examining religious concepts and practice of the rural
elders as well as factors and conditions determining or influencing their participation in
religious activitics. The rescarcher chose 3 Villages, Ban Wiweg, Ban Pong, and Ban Ta
Yao, in San Sai District, Chiang Mai province as study sites since villagers in the 3 villages
belonged to and attended the same temple parish. In addition, the elderly in these 3 villages
regularly participated in the temple-organized religious activitics every year.

The study was of qualitative nature. Data collecting relicd on both participant and
nonparlicipant observations, {ormal and informal interviews, group discussions and reviews
of relevant documents, The clderly practicing religious activitics in the 3 villages scrved as
key informants. The study took 1 year and 9 months. Subscquently, collected data were
classificd, categorized, analyzed, and deseriptively presented.

Findings were as follows:

The rural elderl}; participated in religious activities by bringing with them the best
things they had in possession belicving the giving something meant receiving that something
in return.  Their sitting places during ritvals and ceremonies indicated their social and
cconomic status. Those who were leaders and cconomically better off sat in the front row.
Those who were followers and at the middle or bottom of the economic ladder preferred to sit

in the back rows.



In practicing religious activitics they had different ideas and roles. Those with
better ¢cconomic -background practiced what they did as leaders and invitors. On the other
hand, those with medium or low economic standing did as followers and expecting
something in return. However, many elders did not understand the religious essence of those
performed activities. In other words, their practice was driven primarily by existing
traditions. If they were unable to participate at the temple, they practiced those prescribed
activitics at home as a substitute. The main idea behind their religious conduct originated
from their internal needs, was governed by the social tide, and their desire for no tangible
returns. Influenced by long-practiced traditions, once they participated in religious activities,
they had to make certain financial donations.

Personal, social and cconomic faétors/conditions were found to have influenced
their decision to participale in such activitics. As regards personal ones they did so because
they had a lot of free time, wanted to reduce the repetitiveness in life, still maintained moral
bonds with the temple and monks which had been observed and passed on from their
ancestors. As regards social ones their participation was driven by the ruralities of their own
community characterized by interdependence in gencral life activities, natural desire to meet
and mingic with friends of the same age, needs for respect from others, social conformity
which valued the elderly associating with the temple and its affairs. Finally, as far as
economic factors/conditions were concerned, they were possessing the best material
belongings, the commendation bestowed upon those who made generous financial donations,

and having financial support from family member.
