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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate creative thinking development of
preschool children, experiencing free art center activities and to compare their creative
thinking development with that of the children, experiencing creative activities according to
the Acquiring Language Approach designed by the Office of National Primary Education
Committee. The population included 24 second year preschoolers in the first semester of the
Academic Year 2000, at Pa Lan School, affiliated to the Office of Mueang District Primary
Education, Mae Hong Son province.

The instrument used in this research included 20 activity plans of free art center
activities for developing creative thinking of preschoolers, 20 plans of creative activity
according to the Experiential Plans of the Acquiring Language Approach for the Second
Year Preschool, Book Two, designed by the Office of Natip_nal Primary Education
Committee and the creative thinking test based on Torrance Test of Creative Thinking
Figural Form A. After the experiment, the data were analyzed by computing means,

standard deviations and t-test.



The major findings were as follows:

1. The creative thinking development of the preschool cﬁildren after experiencing
the free art center activities was found statiétically higher at the .01 level of significance.

2. The creative thinking development of the preschool children after experiencing
the free art center activities was found statistically higher than that of the children
experiencing the creative activities according to the Acquiring Language Approach at the

.01 level of significance.
