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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to examine the social support effecting narcotics quitting
or relapse of drug addicts. The population was the group of drug addicts who got the treatment in
Therapeutic Community 2 in Thanyarak Hospitai, Pathumtanee Province. This qualitative research
was conducted under the social and cultural contexts by the researcher. The collected data were
ahalyzed and compared to the related approaches and theories.

The research findings showed that the sociai support either in the emotional or information
aspects helped protect the drug addicts from the critical crisis through enhancing their abilities to
adjust themselves to the existing changes according to the individual need. This meant that if any
of them gained the social support, they would be proud of themselves to be pért of the society and
got the willpower to improve their modification behavior. On the contrary, if they didn’t, they
would feel discourﬁged and demonstrate the negative behavior; for example, relapsing into drug

addiction.
