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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop English experiential leaming
Lessons using experiential learning stages, to enhance English writing and speaking skills,
to study students’ content knowledige, and to compare language abilities of students with
different learning style preferences. The subjects were 34 students who took a listening
and speaking course (AE 024) in the first semester of the 2001 academic year at
Nawamindhrachuhit Payap School, Maerim District, Chiang Mai. The research
instruments consisted of 1'0 lesson plans for 2 units of lessons, evaluative forms for
activities effectiveness, writing and speaking scoring tools, content knowledge tests,
and the questionnaire of students' leaming style preferences.

The findings revealed that English experiential lsaring lessons on thertopic
of waste reduction which involve five stages of experiential leaming: experiencing,
sharing, processing, generalizing, and applying were very effective and suitable for
the student's level of knowledge. Students' writing and speaking abilities were at the
high satisfactory ievel. The average of students' knowledge of content was 85.63%
which is far above the criteria of 60%. The combined scores of writing and speaking
abilities among the four groups of learning styles were different significantly at the level
of .08. Regarding the differences between pairs, it was found that the students who

primarily exhibited convergers learning style had the higher combined scores of



writing and speaking abilities than those who primarily exhibited concrete and

conformist learning styles significantly at the level of .05.
