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Abstract

This research was conducted at the Drug Abuse Rehabilitation Center, Chiang Mai.
The objectives of this research were to study family behavior relating to emotional intelligence
and to study the factors associated with drug abuse behavior, The sample for the study was 14-18
years old, a total of 73 adolescents, who were admitted into the drug abuse rehabilitation program
at the Drug Abuse Rehabilitation Center . The instruments used in this study were a questionnaire
asking about family behavior, and an emotional intelligence test. Data were analyzed through
uses of frequency, percentage, t-test, F-test and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.
The findings of this research were as follows:

(1) Most adolescents had experienced democrat rearing practice; (2) most adolescents
had moderate level of emotional maturity; and (3) parent’s rearing practice done with their

adolescents children was related to the latter’s emotional intelligence at .01 level of statistical

significance.
