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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to construct controlled-to-free
English writing exercises for Prathom Suksa 4 students and to compare the mean
scores obtained from the writing test administered before and after the experiment. The
subjects were 14 Prathom Suksa 4 students enrolling in the first semester of the
academic year 2001 at Moolnithimaharach 5 School, Maerim District, Chiangmai
Province. The instruments used for the study were controlled-to-free English writing
exercises, test of writing and questionnaires. The data were analyzed by mean and
standard deviations. The 10 developed exercises aimed at teaching the following topics-
using command and request (2 exercises), asking and answering the question “What is
this/that 7~ (2 exercises), identifying the singular and pural number (2 exercises), asking
and answering about parts of the body (2 exercises), asking and answering about
occupations (2 exercises),. Each exercise took about 3 periods a day for ten days.

A lesson plan was written as a guideline for each exercise. The following
elements were presented in each lesson plan : 1) time 2) content 3) imstructional
objectives 4) activities and 5) teaching materials. Moreover, in presenting ti:e activities,
the following steps were suggested--introductory, word card reading, and use of
controlled-to-free writing exercises. _

It was shown that the post-experiment mean scores were higher than those
of the pre-experiment.
