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Abstract

This study investigated performance of Provincial Environmental Education Centers
in the Educational Region 8. The population under study comprised 291 persons who were
responsible for the centers’ performance.The instrument used was a questionnaire with items -
- covering essential of the above topic. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through
the application of percentage.

The findings could be summarized as follows:

Concerning an overall picture, most of the respondents revealed that the centers did
always perform the ensuings : planning / project planning, cooperation, personnel trainings,
production and service of environmental education materials, supervision, and evaluation
and reporting. In contrast, the performed tasks also faced problems in the area of
cooperation between administrators and environmental education teachers who were in
active duty at the centers,and the network schools did not see the importance of the tasks
and unready to perform. Moreover, the in place personnel at the centers were few in number
but carried heavy loads of routine work. This in effect made the performed tasks not

concrete, not up to date and discontinuous.
