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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study conditions, features, problems
and needs, including the recommendation in utilization of local resources for social
studies teaching and learning in secondary schools attached to the Department of
General Education, Lamphun Province. The samples were 82 social studies teachers
and 369 students. The data were collected by a questionnaire and then analyzed in
terms of percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The data were presented into
tables with descriptive format.

The findings indicated that both social studies teachers and students used
all five cetegories of local resources, i.e., personal resources, natural resources, places
and organization resources, social and culture resources as well as technology and
inventions resources. Nevertheless this utilization was at the least level.

Regarding the features of local resources, both social studies teachers and
students agreed that there were invitations of personal resources or bring in local
resources into teaching and learning. Moreover, teachers had assigned students to
search and collect data or information from local resources and encouraged students to

participate in local activities.
