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Abstract

The purpo.ses of this research were to compare the students’ | English reading
comprehensibn, the students’ vocabulary recognition, and the students’ attitude before and after
being taught through Extensive Reading Instruction. The target group comprised 33 Mathayom
Suksa 5/1 students who took the critical English reading course (Eninsh 026 b) in the second
semester of the academic year 2001 at Phanpittayakom School, Amphur Phan, Chiang Rai.
The tests were administered before and after the experiment. The target group for studying was
taught for 12 weeks.

The findings of this study were as follows :

1. After the students were taught through Extensive Reading Instruction, their English
reading comprehension scores were higher.

2. After the students were taught through Extensive Reading Instruction, their word
recognition scores were higher.

3. After the students were taught through Extensive Reading Instruction, their positive

attitude towards English reading were higher.
