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Abstract

This study investigated educational quality assurance activities in special education
schools, Chiang Mai Province, according to educational criteria of the Education Section for
Handicapped, the Department of General Education. The population under study comprised 115
administrators and teachers from the above schools. The instrument used was a questionnaire
with items covering essential of the topic. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through
the application of percentage.

The findings could be summarized as follows :

Most of the respondents revealed that the previous mentioned schools did proceéd on
educational quality assurance activities in planning by preparing school charter, setting up action
plan for the year, appointing school committee, and establishing educational criteria for the
school. As for instructional process ; buildings and environs were arranged suitable to the setting
of instructional activities, instructional arrangements were proper to learners' nature, teaching aids
and innovation were used in instructional activities. With respect to self assessment ; aims were
set for school proceeding, acceptable indicators for educational quality were established, and
school proceeding advancement were reported for the year. In contrast, analysis of problems
based on actual occurrence in schools were missed. Teachers and other personnel still lacked of

knowledge and understanding of educational quality assurance principle.
