The purposes of this»research were firstly, to study the actual and desirable roles of
adrmmstrators in supportmg a child centered I[lStI'qulOrl and secondary, to investigate the
problems and’ reconunendatlons concern the actmg of adnumstrators of pnmary schools under the
Ofﬂce of Mueang Chlang Rm District Prlmary Educatron Populatzon concerning this research
were. 985 teachers teaching in 13 schools clusters w1th a simple randormzatron technique at 95
percent of confident level was used to get 277 persons. Instrument used in the research was a
Likert scaled check list questlonnalre mlxmg with an open end question past Data were analyzed
through uses of frequency, percentage, mean and standard dev_tatron. '

The results of the resear'ch were an follows @

The administrators’ roie_s in the aspect of school management both the actual
performance and desirable roles were rated at higﬁ levels. For the administrators” roles in
supporting leaming and t'eachin_g, co[legiate supervision, .and an assessment of student
achievernent, it was. found that the performance was rated at medium while the expectation was
rated at high level. -

As for the problems of school management administration, it was showed that the school
personnel lacked of knowiedge.and skill in management of learning and teaching emphasizing a
cniid centered instruction. The recommendation made were that a workshop related to that

problem should be set up as well as the administrators should pay attention and follow the school



operation co_ntihuouﬂy. The next problem was that the administrators did not support this kind of
inst_r'uctioq, therefore sehooI teachers should b.e éromoted to study and observe the activities

' emphasizing a child centered instruction for they could apply those experience and implemented
for this schools. Collegiate superwsmn was the next problem due to the adxmmstrator dld not
-understand it. The adnumstrators should appoint the supervnsnon board, comprising of the
-admlrusu'ators themselves and other teachers- The board should analyze the problems found ane
-plém for impro{’er:nent‘ continuously. The last problem was that the measurement and evaluétion
dld not cover suspect content did not get along with real situation and did not have various types
_' of measurement and evaluation. Recommendatlon made for solvxng this probiem were that the
personnel should be encouraged to plan together through the techniques of analyzing-the
probiems and seeki[_tg" the way for solving. Moreover, the subject content emphasizing authentic

assessment including other various methods should be concerned.
