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~Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to investigate conditions of
learning and teaching management in the schools participated in the proposed Tambon
San Klang School Center and to study the opinions of teachers, students, parents and
school committees about the instructional organization of the schools participated in the
proposed Tambon San Klang School Center, San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai
Province. The combined type questionnaires were distributed to teachers, students,
parents, and the school committees of the schools participated in the school center
totaling 239 subjects, in the first semester of 2001 Academic Year. The collected data
were analyzed by computing frequencies, means, percentages, and standard deviations,
and presented by using tables with descriptions.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the conditions of learning and teaching management in the
participated school in the proposed Tambon San Klang School Center, it was found that
most teachers updated their classrooms’ recordkeeping, performed their lesson plans
relevant to the curriculum objectives and students’ needs, prepared their teaching

materials in advanced. As for the curriculum development to meet the community



needs, most teachers could not accomplish this task. In additions, the school
surroundings and learning atmosphere were properly weli-organized. Concerning the
instructional organization, most teachers performed learning and teaching activities in
accordance with the learning reform principles; they improved their quality of teaching
materials, used various medias relevant to curriculum contents and learning and teaching
activities. They always evaluated their teaching and used them for improving their
teaching. They also conducted remedial teaching for both individual student and group
of students applying the methods relevant to students’ problems,

2. Regarding the opinions of teachers, students, parents and the school committees
about the teaching and learning management in the participated schools in the proposed
Tambon San Klang School Center, San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province, it
was found that:

As regards the administration and management, instructional activities and
project partictpation : teachers, students, parents and schoo! committees had the opinion
at the “strongly agreed” level.

In additions, teachers, stﬁdents, parents, and the school committees provided
opinions and useful suggestions to the proposed center as follows: The proposed
Tambon school center helped provide the solutions to the problems of lacks of teachers,
save budgets, organize teaching and learning activities conveniently. The school
administrators played important roles in the center success. Teachers and community
should cooperate and promote effectiveness of schools. Besides, schools should be

allocated adequate budgets to support important projects and this kind of center should

be extend to the secondary school level.
