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Abstract

This study investigated readiness for internal quality assurance of schools attached to the
Office of Mae Wang District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The population under
study comprised 63 school administrators, school assistant administrators and academic teachers
from schools under the jurisdiction of the forementioned Office in the 2001 academic year. The
instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the above topic. Whereupon,
the collected data were analyzed through the applications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were as follows:

With regard to input readiness, administrators were able and knowledgable in
administration and teachers were able fo set up instructional plan. As for readiness in school
administration, action plan was used as an instrument for administrative task and school charter
was established. Concerning readiness for instruction; instructional activities were stressed in
cultivating moral, ethics anq group process. In contrast; the unreadiness were budget for
educational management, self assessment system, and parent participation regarding students’

learning scheduled or set lesson plans.
