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Abstract

This study investigated academic affairs performance in primary schools attached to
the Office of Mae Suai District I;rimary Education, Chiang Rai Province. Population under
study comprised 54 school administrators and 54 teachers who performed their duty as heads of
school academic affairs section under the jurisdiction of the forementioned Office in the 2001
academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic
under examination. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

Findings were as follows:;

Most respondents expressed that majority of tasks related to school academic affairs
were performed. But there were still some activities not performed, i.., plan implementation
evaluation, carried on tasks according to plan, curriculum implementation evaluation, workshop
related to instructional activities, prepared learning materials and aids, measured and evaluated
learning achievement from actual occurrence, library performance evaluation, library usage
plan, and established clear-cut role for supervisor. As for problems found in the study; they
were: inadequate number of teachers, curriculum was not analyzed and was not developed
corresponding to community need, teachers did not change their instructional behavior,
insufficient budget, measurement and evaluation from actual situation were not existed,
insufficient texts/books in the library, lack of teacher-librarian, and supervisor did not have time

to supervise continuously.
