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Abstract

This study investigated student disciplinary affairs performance of Maejedeewittayakom
School, Chiang Rai Province. The subjects under study comprised 37 teachers and 269 students
from the above School in the 2001 academic year. The instrument used was a questionnaire
containing items relevant to the topic under examination. Whereupon, the collected data were
analyzed through the applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings could be summarized as follows :

Most respondents expressed that school administrator did appoint the committee for
disciplinary affairs responsible for the management task with the class advisor/teacher. Also, they
arranged for proper school climate and environment in satisfying students when coming to school,
encouraged students to express themselves and knew how to use their free times, invited guest
lecturer to give lessons and knowledge in moral and ethics to students every week, and carried on
“taking care of students" project. In contrast, The lack of performance as viewed by the respondents
were: student helping hand in establishing ways and means of correcting improper behavior, let
elder students taking care of younger students' improper behavior, reported student absence from
school to parent, and evaluated student disciplinary affairs performance every term and reported

results to the responsible body.
