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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to develop a package of Koa - Tan in San Sai District,
Chiang Mai Province. The package was designed by using a bamboo wickerwork and a hand-
woven cloth in order to make an additional income, a value added and a local identity to the
community. Moreover, the package should be impressed, beautiful and able to make at low
cost. The population used in this study were 25 members of San Sai Homemaker Club of San
Sai Luang Village and 4 packaging experts. For the Homemaker’s members, a question was
used to ask their need for Koa-Tan package, another question was used with the experts to ask
their opinion about the package’s design. The researcher also went to the area of San Sai for
surveying information concerning bamboo wickerwork of Nong Chom Village and hand woven
cloth of Nong Yang Village. Data were analyzed in terms of frequency and percentage. All
information were analyzed and presented in descriptive form.

The results of the study were as follows:

A hand woven cloth was suitable for designing a small bag, containing 15 sheets of
Koa Tan.. The price was 30 baht per bag. The production cost was 25 baht -15 baht for Koa
Tan, and 10 baht for the package cost. This made a profit of 5 baht per bag. with 25 baht
